1. The activities programme takes place between 4. 30 – 5.30 for all the school’s pupils 

and is seen as a great opportunity for College to get involved in the school, to 
exercise leadership and benefit from the activities themselves.

before the younger pupils arrive.  A warning bell goes at 4.25 and activities start at 
4.30.  
 

3. College should change into their sports kit for sports activities. 
 

4. School commitments such as sports teams, orchestra, choir, play rehearsals can 
count as an activity. The only condition is that it should be a weekly commitment. 
 

5. If, for any reason, a pupil is not able to make an activity on a specific day a letter 
from home to the tutor to be passed on the Sarah Allen will be sufficient.  
 

6. College pupils are expected to be accountable and proactive about any absences 
from the activity programme. They will be expected to go to a detention activity on a 
Friday if they miss their activity for no apparent reason.
